
TRANSLATE & IMAGINE:
Visualizing the new
During the second week of the project you are
asked to imagine an island where your chosen
beliefs and cultural values are the mainstream.
When isolated from the present normal and
the normal present, how would your ideologies 
start to shape culture? How would the activities,
rituals, objects and systems change
the world around you? Through drawing, film,
photomontage, map making and storytelling
(fiction writing) give details of your island. Think
about the banal and the everyday activities and
how these would be influenced by your new
societal norms. An island in this case provides
for the geographical isolation and amplification
of these new norms.

DELIVERABLE 2:
A collection of visual descriptors that
communicate and describe your island, its
inhabitants and their daily lives. These may
include: short stories, drawings, maps and
models.
Treat this like a collection of visual artefacts
aiming to capture and represent the complex
narratives found within your chosen
community; telling stories of their rituals,
activities and environment. This is where reality
and fiction merge.

Narrative - At the end of the week, you are expected to present a clear,
rigorous and complete set of cultural codes
and rituals:

It start with the promise of a product... that can disrupt society itself
“The product” allows you to access the society via an island built on praise and it even 
serves as compensation
This utopia provides for all of your day to day needs (a little to well), so in a sense, their 
is only freedom through extreme expression or eccentric experiences
Due to the risqué nature of their exploits, their emerges a need to hide and to subvert 
the system (counter culture)
By day, everyone plays the part, superficially praising each other for their mistakes... 
but its theatre... an endless cycle of give and take which is the secret driving force 
behind the island’s economy and reveals a sinister motive
The government constantly records and analyses the number of daily praises because 
their algorithm has found a strange correlation between encouragement which 
correlates to # of mistakes made which = attempts made which correlates to # of 
successful businesses launched
Over time, these algorithms do more than than just collect, they subtly encourage and 
persuade you to run with ideas that are actually the products of those sick desires.
The underground clubs and secret rendezvous points which people go to actually 
reveal themselves as secret labs run by the founders to find and test the next big 
ideas which humanity will love

Fight club scenario... distills into MMA
Hunger games... distilled into Ninja Warrior

Triangle: Transformation, 
movement, balance

Intersecting lines: 
Relationships, connectedness

Spiral: Growth, evolution, 
transformation

Triangles can have one of two quite opposite 
meanings. The shape can imply stability, power and 
energy when the shape rests on a solid base. But it 

results in feelings of conflict, tension and 
nervousness when the base is upside down or 

appears unstable. In many cultures the reference to 
the triangle includes some religious undertones: 

Body- Mind- Spirit or Father- Son- Holy ghost or Past- 
Present- Future.

Almost any use of a triangle implies motion. The eye 
is drawn to the shape and follows it from the widest 

part of the shape to the pointed tip. The shape in 
almost any form is related to masculine ideas 

because of strength.

A Spiral is a creative and free- flowing shape. As 
a shape that appears in nature – think of the 

nautilus or a snail’s shell – the shape is 
associated with growth, life and transformation.
The spiral has religious association as well and 
creates a connection to cycles of life or time or 

seasons. The looped shape also has some 
connections to mysticism. Some of the oldest 
references to the shape conclude that a spiral 

represents the unveiling of hidden knowledge or 
information

Circles have a more trendy usage and are used 
more commonly in website and digital design than

or end, they imply movement (such as a wheel). The 
shape is thought to have a feminine association and 
is connected to love, energy and power. Circles also 

suggest infiniteness and harmony
